“Eastern,” ranks as the best so far. Filled
with suspense, action, and gunfights, the
premier show told the dramatic story of
Petrov Earpski, who made a one-man stand
against the corrupt Czarist land-owners of
the 19th ecentury.

The exciting climax of last night's install-
ment came when Petrov Earpski faced 45
evil tax-collectors alone, and shot every one
of them down.

Ivan Yotsk was excellent in the title role
of a man who hated violence.

The State TV industry is to be congratu-
lated for bringing this new public service
program into the homes of Soviet citizens.
The show, shot live in the Court of the Su-
preme Soviet, followed the treason trial of
Fvodor Murmsk from beginning to end.

No contrived seript could ever hope to
attain the realism of the live drama wit-
nessed by the television camera when Murmsk
arose during the trial to protest his inno-
cence, and the Judges ordered him shot where
he stood for Contempt of Court.
