CHANGING A REGULAR THEATER INTO AN ART THEATER

First of all, show nothing but foreign films! Most people
automatically think that all foreign films are art films,
even though many foreign movies are as ridiculous as the
Hollywood kind. Here is a scene from the British comedy,
“Carry On, Idiots.” Your customers will rave about it—
although it's less intellectual than “The Three Stooges”!

People expect culture in the lobbies of art film theater
lobbies, so hang up as many “way out” abstract paintings
as you can get.

If you forget yourself and put the
film in correctly, don't use floodlights for the indoor
shots. It will give you roughly the same artistic effect.
