THE BLUE JANE

(Exhibitionis flauntus)

Because of her blue characteristics, it is not surprising
that the Blue Jane is considered a rather off-color bird.

THE AGNU

(Blunderus Politicus)

Once native to the United States, she now flits about the
world, spreading her wings and making wild, unpredmable
flights. Several times a year, she sheds her feathers in
public, which causes a great sensation. For the Blue Jane,
this seems to be a bare necessity. Small wonder that she
is one of the great favorites of bird-watchers everywhere.

Until recently, the Agnu was little known and rarely seen
outside his small preserve in the Eastern part of the U. S.
Today, however, he is a national creature and a household
word. The Agnu makes great attempts to move forward, but
has to spend much of his time back-tracking to make sure
where he's at. An awkward beast, he often stumbles while

trying to decide to move to the right or the left. Some
people feel that the Agnu should not be allowed to roam
wild due to his susceptibility to hoof-in-mouth disease.

THE CASTROACH
