Sparky is the
head executioner at Sing Sing prison and is
a member of BLEECH (Brotherhood of Licensed
Executioners of Condemned Criminals & Hoods).
And despite the fact that capital punishment
has long since been abolished in his state,
Sparky, in the great, time-honored union tra-
dition, is fulfilling the terms of his life-
long contract and is on the job every day.

Sparky Butts saying goodbye to the missus before
leaving for work. She always sends him off chuck-
ling, as she has every day for the last 27 years,
by quipping, “"Elwood, don't sit down on the job!”

Sparky checks out his equipment to
make sure it's in good working order.
When asked to comment on the charge
that today's workers take no pride
in their work, Sparky stood on his
own record, proudly stating "None
of my customers ever complained!”

Sparky helps to pass the time by playing check-
ers with brother executioner Luther "The Hang-
man'’ La Farge. La Farge handled all executions
at Sing Sing before the electric chair replaced
his gallows, but, thanks to his strong union
contract, La Farge still ties knot, puts on his
hood, and gets paid overtime for working late.
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Sparky proudly displays scrap-
book of photos and clippings
of famous personalities who
sat down for him. When asked
if he feels capital punishment
should be resumed, Sparky re-
plied, “Yessir— they always
hold executions at midnight,
and I stand to get double time
and a half alter nine P. M.!

Sparky and La Farge exercise their rights as
free Americans by staging a wildcat strike. It
seems that the Assistcent Warden pulled the big
switch (to fix himself some coffee), a direct
violation of the union contract forbidding non-
union workers to touch operative mechanisms.
Naturally, their picket line was honored by or-
ganized labor, forcing the jail to close down.
