THE FIRST SEASON

To the surprise of the network and the horror of many
viewers, “Idle Hours” makes a successful debut. It is
a nostalgic comedy about three high school chums (Nipsy,
Conrad and The Horse) growing up in Kokomo, Indiana in
1946. Their idle hours are spent working as Klutzy pin
boys at a bowling alley which is owned by a relired
clarinet player named Elsa.
