[t started last year when
Willie had one of his frequent
temper tantrums and fired a
string of expletives at the
canine actor. Instead of chas-
tising the whale for unprofes-
sional behavior, director Mark
Wideangle sided with Willie
and canceled shooting for the
day. This, insiders say, was just
one of many instances where

Willie was coddled.

“The atmosphere on the
set was clearly pro-Willie.
They spoiled him, and gave
him insane perks — like all
the sushi he could eat,”
noted an unimportant extra
whose name wouldn't mean
anything to anyone, yet still
requested anonymity, But
while Willie was reportedly
treated to gourmet delights,
his co-star Bud was report-
edly forced to eat dog food,
which an unsubstantiated
report reportedly reports
may have reportedly con-
tained horse meat.
